Before completing the Course Selection Form, please read these instructions carefully.
The Course Selection Form is due with the Registration Packet to your 6" grade teacher by March 24, 2017.
COURSE SELECTION FORM INSTRUCTIONS FOR STUDENTS:

1. Please PRINT your last and first name neatly.

2. Students will automatically be placed in 7" Grade Science.

3. Students will automatically be placed into World History.

4. Students must take PE.
e Students who take music may also enroll concurrently in ISPE to earn PE credit (ISPE Application required) and have
the option to enroll in an additional elective.
e If you want to take both PE and music, select PE as your Physical Education choice and number Band or Orchestra as
your elective choice.

5. Students will have space in their class schedule for ONE ELECTIVE.

e A World Language is not required for a high school diploma; however, two years are required to apply to a 4-year
university (three are recommended). At least one year needs to be taken at the high school for all years to count.
(For example, you cannot take just Spanish | and Il in 7" and 8" grade for it to count for college. You will need to
take Spanish Il in ot grade for your middle school Spanish to count). You are advised to begin your language by ot
grade. You will need to wait until high school if you wish to study French, Chinese, Japanese, or Sign Language.
These courses are not available at Pacific Trails Middle School, but are available at the SDUHSD high schools.

0 NOTE: Spanish Il requires you to pass Spanish | prior to enrollment.

e Please complete a Music Intent Form if you select Band or Orchestra. Applications are required for Leadership/ASB
and Yearbook. All elective forms are online. Links to online forms are on the Pacific Trails website at _pt.sduhsd.net
under the Registration button.

6. Check the English class you would like to take. We strongly encourage you to review the English 7 College Prep and English 7
Honors Course Profiles to help guide your decision. English Course Profiles are available on the Pacific Trails Middle School’s
English Department website. There is a link from the “Counseling” page titled “Course Profiles and Descriptions”.

7. Check the math class you would like to take. We strongly encourage you to review the Integrated Math A and Integrated
Math A Honors Course Profiles to help guide your decision. Course Profiles are available on the Counseling page of our
website. If your student earns a score indicating he/she should be placed in Integrated Math A Readiness on the MDTP (a
math diagnostic test administered at your elementary school), you will be contacted by Pacific Trails Middle School.

A parent and student signature are required on the Course Selection Form.

*NOTE: Schedules will not be made to accommodate teacher requests, period requests, classes with friends, or extracurricular
activities.
