
Chaperone Information
● Be here by 6:45 am wearing PTMS staff gear. 

● Save the phone numbers of the chaperones before/after you at your station.

● Pass out tickets as students exit the bus to the Disneyland Park.  After you pass out 
the tickets, you can leave the clipboard on the bus so you don’t misplace it.

● Here is some helpful information for disability services available at Disneyland that 
you can share with any students & families you think would benefit from them.

● MLL Students: cast members who speak other languages wear pins that say so.

● First bus to arrive: Take the lead towards the shuttles. Go through security and take 
the shuttle with the kids. Stand between Disneyland/CA Adventure and make sure 
they go in the correct park/not to Downtown Disney.

● Middle buses: go to the shuttles as you get there. Monitor the students around you. 

● Last bus: Make sure all students leave the bus area for the shuttle and get through 
security. Admin & ASB advisor will also monitor the end of the group.

Departure…
● Bus leaves at 7:15 am sharp!
● Get to PTMS gym by 7:00 am at the LATEST
● You will be assigned a bus by LAST NAME. Check 

the signs to find your bus. No changing. Lists will 
be posted outside the office on Tue 5/28. 

● Chromebooks must be turned in to go
● If you are not going on the trip, you still need to 

attend school that day



What to bring…
● Student ID card (MANDATORY!)

○ Lost it? Buy from Vetha in the office for $5 BEFORE the trip
○ IDs you for your bus chaperone & Disney security

● Charged cell phone (if you have one)
○ Power bank is a good idea, too
○ Swap cell phone #s with the people you plan to hang out with in 

case you get separated
○ Download the Disneyland app ahead of time

● Sunscreen & water (forecast is 78 °F!)
● Spending money (cash and/or card)



What NOT to bring…
● Anything you wouldn’t be allowed to have 

at school 
● Anything wheeled (skateboards, scooters, 

rolling backpacks, etc.)
● Glass containers 
● Sports stuff (soccer balls, etc.)

On the Bus…
● Eat a healthy/balanced breakfast. If you eat a 

ton of junk food and soda and then sit on a 
bus for 2 hours you will get sick. 

● Try not to look at your phone too much on the 
bus. You will get sick. 

● If you normally get car sick, try to sit towards 
the front of the bus.

● Use the bathroom before you get on the bus.



When we arrive…
● We will hand you your ticket as you exit the bus. DO 

NOT LOSE IT. 
○ Once you have your ticket, then you can sync it to 

the app for Genie+, etc.
● It is your responsibility to hold onto it between the bus 

and the gate. Put it somewhere safe.
● Take a photo/write down/memorize where we parked. It 

is usually the Toy Story lot but it might not be. Pay 
attention to how you got from the bus to the park 
because you will be returning on your own.



When we arrive…
● Chaperones will escort you into the park, and then you 

can go where you want, with who you want, inside the 
park. 

● If you don’t have a smartphone, make sure you get a 
paper map as you enter the park so you don’t get lost.

● If you are concerned about who to spend the day with 
and would like to come up with a plan for the day, 
please speak with your counselor or you can fill out this 
form.

whole day if you need an adult. They will have 
medicines for people who need them (i.e. 
epi-pens, etc.)

○ Save this in your phone now! Emergencies 
only. Calls only, no texts.



While we are there…
● If you need help and can’t get a hold of a 

chaperone, tell the nearest cast member.
● All school & Disneyland rules apply while you 

are in the park. If you get detained by Disney 
Security, your parents will have to drive to 
Anaheim and pick you up. 

● DO NOT leave the park. No California 
Adventure, no Downtown Disney.



Leaving the park…
● Bus departs at 6:15 pm!
● Get back to your bus by 6:00 pm

○ You MUST ride the same bus you arrived on
○ Your parents cannot pick you up to stay late 

● Tip: set an alarm on your phone for 5:30. Do not 
get in new ride lines after about 5:30. 

● Depending on traffic, we will be back to PTMS 
around 7:45 pm.
